Essays must be typed or written legibly in black ink. Essays which are illegible, plagiarized, or over 350 words will be disqualified.

REQUIREMENTS: Each entry shall be accompanied by a separate sheet stating: entrant’s name, address, telephone number, school grade (equivalent), name of school or words “home schooled,” number of words in essay, teacher’s name.

DEADLINE: All entries must be postmarked or hand-delivered to the Averitt Center by 5:00 p.m. on November 1.

All entries become the property of the Averitt Center for the Arts. 

TOPIC: Read the synopsis of the play Blessed Assurance enclosed with this packet. Then, visit the play at the Emma Kelly Theater on October 19, 20, or 21. (Call 912-212-2787 to order tickets.) Then, write an essay using one of the 4 prompts listed below:

2. This play challenges our consciences and speaks about things we aren’t willing to talk about...

3. Sometimes you must decide what you believe and take a stand against all the opposition...

4. It’s good to look back on the past in order to...

JUDGING: Essays are judged for adherence to topic, organization of materials, interest, originality, spelling, grammar, punctuation, and neatness.
